Macroeconomic data
The Madrid Region has a dynamic
economy that is in constant growth, and
which in 2006 represented more than
17.7% of Spain’s GDP. Madrid’s economy
is particularly focused on the services
sector, which generates more than 78%
of the regional GDP. It is also one of the
European regions with the highest
employment creation ratio (a 4.5 %
increase in 2006) and the highest
economic growth (4.6% in 2006).

Foreign trade in

the Madrid Region
The Madrid Region is the third Spanish
region in terms of export volume
(10.53% of the national total) and the
second in imports (21.74% of the
national total). The coverage rate is
31.7%. Three quarters of all regional
exports are made to ten countries.

The main destinations and origins of
trade goods are EU countries. The
three most active sectors in foreign
trade (semi-manufacturing, industrial
machinery and motor vehicles)
represent almost 75% of total imports
and exports.

Human capital
The Madrid Region offers excellent
human capital. The active population is
3,241,500 people (4th quarter 2006)
and the activity rate is 64.38%. Annual
salaries are comprised, unless otherwise
agreed, of 12 monthly payments and 2
extra payments. The percentage rate of
employer social security contributions
ranges between 30.15% and 32.1%,
according to whether or not the contract
is permanent and full time.  Monthly

employee social security contributions
are calculated according to salary.

Infrastructure, logistics

and transport
The geographical location of the Madrid Region, in the
centre of the Iberian Peninsula, and the radial transport
system ensure efficient transportation and communication
with the rest of the country. The largest logistics space in
Spain (24.5 million m2) is found within the Madrid Region
with inter-modal facilities, infrastructures and services.
There are more than 15 specialised transport platforms
including the Transport Centre, the Dry Port of Coslada,
the Air Cargo Centre of Barajas, Mercamadrid, the Madrid
Transport Centre, the railway stations of Vicálvaro, Abroñigal
and Villaverde, Neissa Sur, CADSI, the Carpetania Industrial
Logistics Centre, the Prologis Alcalá Park and the San
Agustín de Guadalix Logistics Zone, among many others.
The Dry Port of Coslada, located near Barajas International
Airport, has a surface area of 120,000 m2 (which will soon
reach 140,000 m2) and connects the Madrid Region by
train with the four major ports of Spain: Algeciras,
Barcelona, Bilbao and Valencia. More than 27,000
containers pass through the Dry Port of Coslada every
year and it is the first inland maritime customs site of
Europe in terms of volume. Among future projects, we
highlight the Móstoles Atlantic Gateway Logistics Centre,
as well as a new Dry Port in Villarejo de Salvanés, which
will be the largest logistics centre in Madrid.

LEGAL SYSTEM

Legislation is based on the 1978 Spanish

Constitution. Spain, as a Member State

of the European Union since 1986, has

adopted legislation in accordance with

that of the EU.  This provides a stable

legal framework in which businesses have

the legal certainty in which to develop

their commercial activities.

The most common company types in

Spain are the Sociedad Anónima (S.A),
and the Sociedad de Responsabilidad
Limitada (S.L.), which are roughly

equivalent to a PLC and an Ltd

respectively. A new type of company

has recently been established, the New

Limited Company, Sociedad Limitada
Nueva Empresa (S.L.N.E.), which reduces

the administrative formalities required

at the time of incorporation.  Since

2005, a European Limited Company,

Sociedad Anónima Europea, can also be

set up for the founding of holding

companies for different EU member

state companies.

Spain has an extensive network of

agreements in order to avoid double

taxation (83 are signed and of these 71

are in force).  The list of agreements

can be consulted at  www.meh.es.

 

The taxation system is made up of

various different taxes, the principal

ones being Income Tax, el Impuesto sobre
la Renta de las Personas Físicas
(I.R.P.F.),  Corporation Tax, el
Impuesto sobre Sociedades (I.S.), and

VAT, Impuesto sobre el Valor Añadido
(I.V.A.).  The current general Corporation

Tax rate is 32.5% (which will be reduced

to 30% in 2008). The general VAT rate

is 16%, with other reduced rates of 7%

and 4%.

The Madrid Region has one of the most

favourable tax systems in Spain.  Among

the main tax benefits in the region are

the reductions in Income Tax; the

practical elimination of Inheritance and

Gift Taxes for immediate family; the

reduction of the Capital Transfer Tax

rate for large families on buying

property; and the increase of the

minimum value for exemption from

Wealth Tax.

Healthcare system
The Madrid Region has an excellent
healthcare system, with 24 hospitals
(eight new hospitals are to be opened
in 2007). For every 10,000 inhabitants,
there are 0.13 health centres available
(2005); 34.14 hospital beds (2005) and
54 doctors (2004). Hospital services in
the Madrid Region can be viewed on
the website:

Foreign investment in the Madrid Region

an inward capital flow of 6,098 million was registered, which is equivalent to 46% of the

national total (including Spanish holding companies). European countries and the United
States are the principal countries that invest in the Madrid Region.

Foreign investment in Madrid is focused mainly on the distinct manufacturing, services as well
as transport and communications sectors.

The Madrid Region provides the highest level of overseas investment among the Spanish
regions. In 2006 an outward flow of 43,570 million euros was registered, equal to 74% of the

national total (including Spanish holding companies). Madrid mainly invests in Europe and
the U.S.  In 2006, investment volume in the United Kingdom was particularly high, receiving
70% of total Madrid investment abroad.

Location and geography
The Madrid Region is located at the
geographic centre of the Iberian
Peninsula (its most northern point being
41º 10' and most southern point 39º
53') and it covers a surface area of
8,030 km2. It is an inland region and
represents 1.7% of the total national
territory. The region is located on a high
central plateau and its north-western
part is very mountainous (maximum
elevation reaches 2,430 m. and
minimum elevation is 430 m.).
 

Population
The Madrid Region has more than 6
million inhabitants (January 2007). The
population of the region has grown
considerably and has very diverse
origins (more than 1 million of the
inhabitants, almost 16% of the total, are
foreigners). Origins according to
nationality are:

The life expectancy of the Madrid
Region citizens is one of the highest in
the world: 84.9 years for women and
for men it is 78.3 years. The Madrid
Region is one of the most densely
populated regions of Europe with a ratio
of 743 inhabitants per km2.  Of the 179

municipalities located in the Madrid
Region, the most populated is the capital
city of Madrid, with more than 3 million
inhabitants, which is also the most
populated city in Spain.

Climate
Madrid has a continental climate with
four clearly defined seasons. The average
annual temperature is 15.2ºC, it rains an
average of 59 days/year and the skies
are completely clear 124 days/year.

Political Situation
The Madrid Region is one of 17 Autonomous
Regions of the Spanish State and its basic
political system is set forth in the
Autonomous Statute (Organic Law 3/1983,
of 25 February 1983). This Statute forms
part of the Spanish Constitution dated 29th

December 1978. Spain is a young and
established democratic country and has a
Parliamentary Monarchy. Juan Carlos I is
the current King of Spain. The country has
been a member of the EU since 1986. The
current President of the Madrid Regional
Government is Esperanza Aguirre of the
Spanish People’s Party, El Partido Popular.

Language
The official language of the Madrid Region
is Castilian Spanish, which is the 4th most
spoken language in the world today
(around 440 million people), the 3rd most
studied language (more than 46 million)
and the 2nd most common language used
for international communication.

Culture
The Madrid Region offers a broad range
of cultural, leisure and sporting activities,
including more than 350 different kinds
of museums as well as numerous art

galleries, exhibition and
artistic spaces. The
collections of the Prado,
Reina Sofía and the Thyssen
art museums are of particular
importance.  Madrid invests in its
urban space and offers its citizens the
pleasure of numerous green areas,
innovative buildings and extensive public
spaces. The region has more than 600
buildings that are of Artistic Heritage. It
boasts 52 cultural venues including
theatres, opera houses, dance centres
and 27 auditoriums for concerts, 19 of
which are open air. In addition, three of
its towns have been declared National
Heritage sites: Alcalá de Henares, El
Escorial y Aranjuez.

Currency and exchange

rates
The currency is the euro.  In 2006,
rates of exchange (yearly average)
against the euro were 1.255 $; 146.02
Yen and 0.681 £ Sterling.

Transport
Air: The Madrid Region has an
international airport, Barajas, which is
the main airport of the Iberian
Peninsula and is the fourth largest in
Europe in terms of number of
passengers (45.5 million in 2006). The
new Terminal 4, which opened in
February 2006, will allow for an
increase up to 70 million passengers
a year.  Barajas is an important link
between Latin America, Europe and
North Africa (30% of all flights
between Europe and South America,
and 41% between Central America, fly
via Madrid).  Its location, at just 12
kilometres from the city centre and
the connections by underground and
bus, provide travellers with fast,
economical and easy access.

Train: The Madrid Region is the centre
of the Spanish railway network. The
region is connected to the main cities
across the Peninsula and Europe, in
many cases by high speed train
(Cordova, Seville, Zaragoza, Lerida and
Toledo). Over the coming years new
high speed lines will be opened
connecting Madrid directly with more
cities such as Barcelona, Perpignan
and Lisbon.

Underground: The underground
network is 322 km in length and is used
by 650 million passengers a year. It is
the third largest network in Europe
and the fourth in the world.  It has 12

lines and 318 stations. The network is
currently being extended and provides
public transport service to 90% of the
regional population.

Bus: The Madrid Region also has a
total of 6,456 public buses.

Taxis: There are almost 16,000 taxis
operating in the Madrid Region which
can be stopped anywhere in the city
24 hours a day. There are also
specific taxi ranks. Charges
are around 12.65 euros/
hour, to which a standard
rate of 1.85 euro is added
for each journey.

Holiday periods

and public

holidays
Spanish employment legislation
provides for an obligatory holiday
period of 30 calendar days (including
weekends) a year, which are usually
taken during the summer months (July
and August). There are also 14 public
holidays.

Education
The Madrid Region has an extensive
educational network from primary to
postgraduate level. There are a total of 14
universities in the region, six public and eight
private. Furthermore, two of the three
Spanish distance learning universities have
their main campus in the Madrid Region.
